Call To Order: The CATG Board of Director’s meeting was called to order March 14,
2014 at the Morris Thompson’s Cultural Center in Fairbanks, Alaska by Chief Rhonda
Pitka at 9:09 a.m.

Opening Prayer: Traditional Chief Paul Williams Sr. of Beaver, Alaska open the
meeting with prayer.

Adoption of Agenda: Additions to the agenda was Resolution 2014-04 under
Resolutions; TCC Administration at 10 a.m. and Re-authorization of Res 2009-09
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authorizing the Yukon River Inter-Tribal Watershed council to assist with the
development of sustainable fisheries on the Yukon.

ACTION: Chief Harold Simon moved to adopt the agenda with additions.
Seconded by Chief Jacqueline Baalam. Motion passed.

Approval of Minutes: November 14, 2013; December 17, 2013;
Teleconference special meeting - 2/21/214

ACTION: Second Chief Edward Alexander moved to adopt the minutes of all three
meetings. Seconded by Delma Fields. Delma Fields wanted to clarify that she did
not leave the meeting of February 21, 2014, she had phone problems. Motion
passed.

Tribal Member Comments:

Carol Shewfelt of Fort Yukon mentioned that in Arctic Village there are about fifteen
children eligible for Early Head Start and they have people there for jobs. Why don’t
they have a program there? This question will be answered under the EHS report. The
position that are being contracted outside the Yukon Flats should be re-opened and
advertised with in the Yukon Flats.

Paul Williams of Beaver thanked the Board for inviting him to attend this meeting.

James Kelly of Fort Yukon mentioned the float trip from Arctic Village to Venetie.
CATG was formed in 1985, they had goals and objectives. Perhaps it is time to go back
and talk about these goals and objectives — see if we accomplished these goals and to see
what directions we want to go, fit it in with the 30 year anniversary next year, do a
strategic planning with all the villages with Pat for the next year.

Wally Flitt of Fort Yukon. The purpose of CATG is to develop an organization that
derives its power and authority from the villages and tribal members. Whenever a tribal
member walks into an office, they should be shown some respect. They won’t be there
unless they have a problem. Just returned from Fort Yukon, took his dad home, he is
almost 90 years old, blind and deaf, he asked for help and was not given help. This is a
serious thing as far as this organization is concerned and ask that this be taken care of.
Chief Rhonda Pitka asked for the name and would make sure that someone takes
care of this.

Betty Flitt of Fort Yukon, wanted to know if there were home health care providers in

Fort Yukon and wanted to know why the directors were not at the meeting. Explanation:
Directors handed in their report and are on line for questions.
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
